Subjects for the vignettes will be determined 
by the r_world interactive creative team 
and may include an individual as a central 
character, a team’s quest to achieve a 
given goal, the lifecycle of a product from 
conception to consumer, or the journey 
of bringing a well-known product to the 
consumer. The vignettes will aim to feature 
a variety of individuals and teams in 
complementary industries.
